The PRBoA thanks Your Excellency for bestowing the National Artist Award on Architect Francisco Mañosa, an award that is perhaps long overdue for an artist who is one of the outstanding recipients of the Likha Award, the highest bestowed on a member of the United Architects of the Philippines (UAP), the integrated and accredited professional organization of architects (IAPOA) under R.A. No. 9266 (The Architecture Act of 2004), approved by Your Excellency on 19 March 2004. 
The matter of the National Artist Award for Architect Mañosa was discussed by representatives of the PRBoA and the UAP-IAPOA in their meeting of 08 August 2009, in which the entities represented expressed their full and unequivocal support for the award.   

We are also furnishing Your office copies of official PRBoA communications sent by courier to both the CCP and the NCCA last April 2009, both of which have not merited replies. Dear Sirs/ Mesdames,

Warm greetings from the Professional Regulatory Board of Architecture (PRBoA)!

In support of the accompanying PRBoA statement dated 20 April 2009 as regards its official concerns on the ongoing and future CCP cum NCCA/ NCAAA nominations for National Artist in the field of Architecture and in line with the very recent suggestion of an incumbent NCCA-NCAAA committee member, the PRBoA requests an urgent meeting with You anent the subject matter, if applicable. 

The PRBoA fully understands the confidential nature of the nominations and selection process but is constrained to assert the primacy of the law on architecture (R.A. No. 9266) in the event that there are nominees/ awardees for architecture, a state-regulated profession. 

In the event the PRBoA is furnished information on the nominee/s (as applicable), the PRBoA may be in a position to help inform the CCP & NCCA-NCAAA if there are filed complaints, ongoing preliminary investigations (or investigations) or decided/ resolved administrative (or possibly) criminal cases against such nominees/ prospective awardees. The PRBoA may also be in a position to help apprise the pertinent nomination/ selection/ award committees if the nominee/s had/ have committed past acts that may be considered inimical to the practice.  

In the alternative, the CCP and NCCA-NCAAA may fully opt to discreetly inquire from the concerned agencies i.e. the PRC, the DoJ (and NBI) or the Court itself or even from recognized or accredited professional organizations (APOs) anent past acts of or cases/ complaints against the nominees/ prospective awardees. The foregoing will ultimately help ensure that the nominees/ prospective awardees shall indeed be paragons of professionalism and citizenship.

The PRBoA would like to register its official concerns as regards the ongoing and future CCP cum NCCA/ NCAAA nominations for National Artist in the field of Architecture. 

Since architecture is a state-regulated profession and since the signal honor of being a National Artist in the field of Architecture is bestowed by the Philippine Government, both the nominees and the eventual honoree must be fully compliant with the dictates of R.A. No. 9266 (The Architecture Act of 2004), its 2004 Implementing Rules and Regulations (IRR) and derivative regulations periodically promulgated by the PRBoA and the Professional Regulation Commission (PRC), to wit: 

1) holder of a valid PRC certificate to practice architecture i.e. neither revoked nor suspended;

2) holder of a valid/ current PRC identification (ID) card which represents the renewable 3-year license to practice i.e. neither revoked nor suspended;  

3) holder of a valid/ current UAP-IAPOA membership certificate and identification (ID) card i.e. neither revoked nor suspended; 

4) in case of group practice by the nominee/s, his/ her architectural firm must be registered as such with the SEC and with the PRC (Sec. 37 of R.A. No. 9266); and

5) in case of collaborative practice by the nominee/s with a foreign architect (FA), the FA must have first secured a temporary/ special permit (TSP) from the PRC (Sec. 38 of R.A. No. 9266).  

Of particular and immediate importance as qualifications are PRC, PRBoA and/or UAP-IAPOA clearances on the following:

1) certification by the PRC that no administrative (or administrative cum criminal) complaint has been filed with/ is pending with/ has been unfavorably decided and/ or unfavorably resolved by) the PRC and/or the Department of Justice (DoJ) against the nominee/s;

2) certification by the PRBoA that the nominee is not presently the subject of motu proprio (self-initiated) preliminary investigations by the PRBoA; the nominee/s must also fully satisfy the moral, ethical and professional qualities required of practitioners as enunciated under the various applicable sections of R.A. No. 9266; and

3) UAP-IAPOA certification that no complaint against the nominee/s has been filed/ is pending before/ has been unfavorably decided/ resolved by the UAP-IAPOA or by other accredited/ recognized professional organizations.
