ACCOMPLISHMENT REPORT

(01 January 2010 through 30 June 2010)
I. General
For year 2010, the Professional Regulatory Board of Architecture (PRBoA), composed of Acting Chairman Armando N. Alli, Acting Member Angeline T. Chua Chiaco and the recently re-appointed Member Marietta B. Segovia (sworn in on 29 June 2010), focused its efforts on several areas of continuing concern and puts a premium on the monitoring of the conditions affecting the practice of the separate, State-regulated profession of Architecture, through the following actions: 

1) Sustained campaign for the full implementation and enforcement of R.A. No. 9266 (The Architecture Act of 2004) and its 2004 Implementing Rules and Regulations (IRR) with the National Government’s Executive and Legislative branches, and with local government units (LGUs) thru their city or municipal mayors/ other LGU officials, and with the different instrumentalities of the Government.
2)
Motu proprio investigations of unregistered persons (natural and juridical) who engage in the illegal practice of the profession of architecture or who wittingly/ unwittingly violate R.A. No. 9266; R.A. No. 9266 is the only Philippine law that limits the professional privilege to practice architecture to registered and licensed architects (RLAs) i.e. the preparation,  signing  and  sealing   of   architectural 

plans, designs, drawings, specifications and related documents (collectively the “architectural documents”) for any and all buildings on Philippine soil;

3)
The update of the 1979 Standards of Professional Practice (SPP) for RLAs (part of the IRR of the predecessor architecture law R.A. No. 545 (of 1950) as amended by R.A. No. 1582 (of 1956). The drafts of all nine (9) SPP documents, covered by a draft resolution institutionalizing the same as the Supplemental implementing rules and regulations (IRR) of R.A. No. 9266 i.e. totaling about eighty two (82) pages, have already been submitted by the PRBoA for the requisite review of the Office of the Secretary of the Professional Regulatory Boards (the “PRBs”) last 21 June 2010, preparatory to approval by the Professional Regulation Commission (the “Commission”) and subsequent publication; in the 29 June 2010 meeting with the Secretary of the PRBs (Atty. Carlos G. Almelor) at his office, the official representative of the integrated and accredited professional organization of Architects (the “IAPOA”), in the person of Past IAPOA president Dinky Florentino, apec ar, reiterated the IAPOA’s willingness to cause the nationwide publication of the SPP documents once approved by the Commission, to accelerate its effectivity date; the promulgation of the SPP would culminate the PRBoA’s and IAPOA’s collaborative work on the said documents over the last six (6) years; the IAPOA shall then proceed to the preparation of the Architect’s Guidelines (with PRBoA oversight) and with the Manual of Procedure (MoP), the last in the mandated stream of regulations for R.A. No. 9266; 
6) Completed preparations for the active PRBoA participation in the 01 – 04 July 2010 ASEAN Mutual Recognition Agreement (MRA) Meeting in Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia, with the PRC to be represented by PRBoA Member Ar Angeline T. Chua Chiaco;
7)
Conducted visits to at about five (5) schools of architecture, accomplished by PRBoA Member Ar Marietta B. Segovia with the support of the concerned PRC and CHED staff.
8)
Promulgated/ issued various orders and resolutions for the different administrative cases filed against RLAs at the Commission.
9)
Actively assisted the Commission in implementing the Continuing Professional Education/ Development (CPE/D) program.
10)
Actively assisted the Commission in its liaison work with the Commission on Higher Education (CHED), through participation in the Technical Panel for Architectural Education (with Acting Chairman Alli representing the PRBoA).
11)
Actively assisted the Commission in work relative to the ASEAN Mutual Recognition Agreement (MRA, with Member Chua Chiaco representing the PRBoA) and relative to the APEC Architect Registry, which shall conduct its next Council Meeting in Manila in mid-October 2010 (with Acting Chairman Alli representing the PRBoA).
12)
In compliance with Sec. 40 of R.A. No. 9266, actively assisted the integrated and accredited organization of Architects (IAPOA, the United Architects of the Philippines/ UAP) and the other associations of Architects (OAAs such as the Philippine Institute of Architects/ PIA and the Architecture Advocacy International Foundation, Inc./ AAIF) in implementing their respective programs and projects that are supportive of the law and of the PRBoA’s enunciated policies.

13)
Actively assisted the National Commission on Culture and the Arts (NCCA) in its work, with Member Chua Chiaco representing the PRBoA.

14)
Actively assisted the Commission in work relative to the its proposed new headquarters building to be sited at the reclamation area in Pasay City, with Acting Chair Alli representing the PRBoA.

15)
Actively assisted the Commission in work relative to activities of the Philippine Association of Professional Regulatory Boards (the “PAPRB“, where Member Segovia sits as a Director).

16)
Maintained the official PRBoA website at URL: www.architectureboard.ph. To date, it has had almost a half million (+/-460,000) visits since the same were first monitored in May 2008.
17)
The PRBoA actively maintains three (3) official email addresses/ mailboxes i.e. prboa.prc.gov.ph@gmail.com, prc.prboa.gov.ph@gmail.com and prboa.ph@gmail.com and two (2) official addresses for its Chairman at abchair@gmail.com and boa_chair@yahoo.com.  For the period January through June 2010, about eight hundred (800) hundred practice-related messages were exchanged through these mailboxes.
II. Licensure Examination for Architects (LEAs)
The Conduct of the 2010 Manila LEAs

The PRBoA has given two (2) LEAs in 2010, both of which have set records, to wit:
1) Manila LEA on 15 and 17 January 2009;

2) Manila LEA on 11 and 13 June 2010, with results released after five working days, and with the highest ever total number of LEA passers at 993;

Despite continuing opposition by some sectors to the 2009-reformatted LEA Subject of Architectural Design and Site Planning (the “Subject”) i.e. a non-drafting, substantially knowledge-based and fully objective test format, the 2 Manila LEAs have shown the reformatted Subject as a qualified success, in the process attaining full compliances with the dictates of R.A. No. 9266 and R.A. No. 8981. While the said Subject eliminated drafting, it continues to require drawing and sketching for about sixty five percent (65%) of the one hundred and fifty (150) multiple choice questions. 

The PRBoA maintains that the reformatted Subject has also now been completely transformed from a largely skill-based examination to a mainly knowledge-based examination that also places special emphases on compliances with P.D. No. 1096 (1977 National Building Code of the Philippines/ NBCP and its 2004 Revised IRR, particularly Rules VII and VIII), R.A. No. 9514 (the 2008 Fire Code of the Philippines/ FCP and its 2009 IRR) and B.P. No. 344 (the Law on Accessibility for the Disabled) and its 1983 IRR and on the architectural design process.   

Lastly, with the greater attention given by the National Government to overseas foreign workers (OFWs), the PRBoA may yet again conduct possibly two (2) foreign LEAs by late 2010. 
The 2 2010 Manila LEAs

The results of the two (2) 2010 LEAs held in the City of Manila are as follows: 
a) January  15 and 17, 2010 LEA with 1,092 applicants, 550 passers, with a 50.37% passing rate; and
b) June 11 and 13, 2010 LEA with 2,004 applicants (a record) at 993 passers (another record), with a 49.55% passing rate. 

Zero Anomaly in the Conduct of the 2010 Manila LEAs
The PRBoA continues to be steadfast in its commitment to a zero anomaly examination. To assure this objective, the PRBoA together with all concerned PRC staff and personnel, conducted the two (2) 2010 Manila LEAs in strict compliance with the pertinent PRC procedures.  

III.Implementation and Enforcement of R.A. No. 9266 (The Architecture Act of 2004), its IRR and Derivative Regulations
For the first half of 2010, the PRBoA again concentrated its efforts on the attainment of the full implementation and enforcement of R.A. No. 9266 (The Architecture Act of 2004), signed by President Gloria Macapagal - Arroyo into law on March 17, 2004. The following actions which were taken by the PRBoA:

1) The PRBoA continued to lobby and campaign for the strict implementation and enforcement of R.A. No. 9266 by sending the pertinent information to the different branches of government, such as the local government units (LGUs), with the information specifically addressed to LGU officials, the executive branch of  government and other instrumentalities of government;
2) Attendance by the PRBoA in special meetings called by the Commission to help address current and continuing problems relative to generally perceived but potentially erroneous concepts of the existence of supposed overlaps in the practice of the regulated professions, specifically between architecture and civil engineering (with respect to the signing and sealing of architectural documents) and between architecture and interior design (with respect to the signing and sealing of architectural interior/ AI documents); and        

3) Continually warned third (3rd) parties who may be illegally preparing, signing and sealing architectural plans and documents, in clear violation of law.

Members of the PRBoA have consistently monitored developments concerning the implementation and enforcement of R.A. No. 9266 and its 2004 IRR. Among the key developments being monitored are:

1) the matter of the preparation/ signing/ dry sealing of architectural plans and documents as part of building permit application applications required by the Department of Public Works and Highways (DPWH) under P.D. No. 1096 (the 1977 National Building Code of the Philippines/ NBCP); the PRBoA has consistently and officially maintained that the DPWH (a national line agency for infrastructure) does NOT regulate matters concerning architectural practice and that there is NO injunction that applies to any provision of R.A. No. 9266 nor to its IRR or derivative regulations; only the PRBoA as mandated by R.A. No. 9266 regulates architectural practice, and the PRBoA implements and enforces R.A. No. 9266 and its derivative regulations through the PRC/ Commission (a quasi-judicial and quasi-legislative body) and through the various branches and instrumentalities of the Government; 
2) the matter of the pending cases in the regular courts concerning the preparation/ signing/ dry sealing of architectural plans and documents as part of building permit application applications and derivative cases such as the pending indirect contempt complaint filed by the Phil. Inst. Of Civil Engineers/ PICE against RLAs, including PRBoA Acting Chairman Alli;

3) on the separate matter of the preparation/ signing/ dry of sealing “subdivision” plan documents as part of development applications required by the Housing and Land Use Regulatory Board (HLURB); as regards the matter of the signatory to “subdivision” plans, the PRBoA believes that it is still the opportune time to officially discuss the matter among the four (4) PRBs involved i.e. PRBoA, the Professional Regulatory Board of Environmental Planning (PRBoEP), PRBoCE and Professional Regulatory Board of Geodetic Engineering (PRBoGE) and the PRBoCE, possibly in a non-confrontational manner, again under Commission auspices. In this manner, the proper nomenclature of the pertinent physical planning documents could be agreed upon by the concerned PRBs and this would therefore serve as the primary guide for the HLURB in its future policy-making functions; similar to the issue of architectural plans and documents, the PRBoA believes that the PRC must decide firmly on the matter as the worst-case alternative is again for the PRBs to possibly resort to independent legal action to uphold certain rights guaranteed by their respective professional regulatory laws (PRLs) and under the Philippine Constitution.

IV. The PRBoA, IAPOA, OAAs, CODHASP and CHED

In 2010, the PRBoA has consistently maintained very cordial relations with the IAPOA (UAP) and the OAAs (PIA, AAIF, etc.) and has undertaken collaborative work in the furtherance of matters of common interest.   
In April 2010, the PRBoA attended the quadri-partite meeting (with open forum) with the IAPOA, the CHED and Council of Deans and Heads of Architectural Schools in the Philippines (CODHASP), to discuss matters of common interest.   
With the objective of improving the quality of architecture education, the PRBoA identified schools with low performance in the 2009 and 2010 Manila LEAs and are looking at ways to address the same the soonest. 

VI.
Dialogue with Government Agencies 

The PRBoA was represented at various meetings/ conferences with national and local government offices, including several meetings at the Office of the Ombudsman (during which private entities were also in attendance), during which the PRBoA stressed the importance of mandated compliances under law, specifically R.A. No. 9266 and P.D. No. 1096/ the 1977 NBCP. 
VII. PRBoA Resolutions, Orders, Decisions, Memoranda, Letters, etc.
Over the past 6 months, the PRBoA had about seven (7) meetings to tackle various pending issues, with and without other parties present. The PRBoA has prepared, reviewed, approved (and circulated as applicable) about forty (40) Resolutions, Orders, Decisions, Memoranda, and like documents and has acted on about seventy (70) key letters and messages (both hardcopy and electronic mail). The PRBoA has also prepared and signed about sixty (60) correspondences, including the customary letters of invitation to inductees, architectural school Presidents/Deans/Heads of schools/ Guests invited to the mass oath-taking events.
VIII. Invitations to the PRBoA, Government/ NGO Meetings and Speaking Engagements
On several occasions in the first half of 2010, the PRBoA was invited by the IAPoA and by the OAAs to discuss matters pertinent to R.A. No. 9266, its 2004 IRR and derivative regulations or as speakers on other/ related matters such as P.D. No. 1096 (the 1977 NBCP) and compliances with Commission directives.

The PRBoA has also actively participated in various activities, programs, seminars, assemblies, fora and conventions conducted by both the IAPOA and the OAAs, other professional organizations and various local and international non-government organizations (NGOs).

IX.
Involvement in PRC/ PAPRB Activities

The PRBoA participated actively in all the major activities of the Commission. PRBoA members have contributed their time and talent in various PRC programs and projects such as the CPE/ CPD program, the planning for the proposed Commission Head Office at the reclamation area [CBP-I(A)], etc.  

The PRBoA members attended and participated in Commission-called conferences and PAPRB meetings, seminars and workshops, CPE planning and consultative meetings and the PRC week.  
1st and 2nd Quarter Reports follow.
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A. PRBoA Meeting/s Held 

For the period January through March 2010, the PRBoA officially met on various dates at the PRC (the “Commission”) and elsewhere in Metro Manila to discuss pending matters needing to be addressed soonest (reference attached Agenda and Meeting Notes). 

B. Result of the January 2010 Manila LEA and Related Activities 

On 15 and 17 January 2010, the PRBoA administered the first (1st) Manila Licensure Examinations for Architects (LEA) for 2010 and thereafter undertook activities relative to the final processing of the result of the said LEA. Among these were :

1) checking and reading of all LEA results (including the first ever full computer reading/ rating of the reformatted architectural design and site development planning Subject results for an examination given in Manila i.e. a non-drafting test); 

2) reading of the answer and rating sheets for the LEA;

3) general review of the LEA results and the questions; and 

4) selection of sample LEA questions and safekeeping of the LEA questions.
The result of the January Manila LEA was officially released by the Commission on the evening of 26 January 2010 at the PRC Rating Division, with 550 passers (50.37%), quite possibly the highest ever on record for a January LEA. A total of 1,092 examinees took the January 2010 LEA i.e. also quite possibly the highest on record for a January LEA. 

C. Review of/ Hearings for/ Decision on Docketed Cases

There were about 12 cases reviewed and about 8 hearings attended by the PRBoA at the Commission during the 1st quarter of 2010. Orders and/or decisions for about 6 cases were also released during the same period.

D. Monitoring of the Full Implementation and Enforcement of R.A. No. 9266 

(The Architecture Act of 2004) 

The PRBoA has consistently monitored developments concerning the full implementation and enforcement of R.A. No. 9266, its IRR and derivative regulations. Among the key developments being monitored are:

1) the matter of the preparation/ signing/ dry sealing of ARCHITECTURAL documents as part of building permit application applications required by the DPWH through the LGU Offices of Acting Building Officials (ABOs); the PRBoA has been consistent in reminding national and local government officials of their mandated and sworn duties to fully implement the multiple provisions of R.A. No. 9266 and under Secs. 302.3 & 4 of the 2004 Revised IRR of P.D. No. 1096 i.e. NOT covered by any injunction NOR by any TRO since January 2008, otherwise known as the 1977 National Building Code of the Philippines (NBCP) that limit  the  preparation/ signing/ dry sealing of ARCHITECTURAL plans and documents only to registered and licensed architects (RLAs); 

with the 04 May 2009 Order of the Court AFFIRMING its 29 January 2008 Decision ordering the LIFTING/ DISSOLUTION of the 24 May 2005 injunction on Secs. 302.3 & 4 of the 2004 Revised IRR of P.D. No. 1096, there is presently NO legal impediment to the implementation of Philippine laws and regulations that purposely LIMIT/ RESTRICT the preparation/ signing/ dry sealing of ARCHITECTURAL plans/ specifications/ drawings/ documents only to RLAs; as such, NO other registered and licensed professional (RLP), particularly civil engineers (CEs), can lay claim to expertise in the preparation of such documents; 

2) 
on the separate matter of the preparation/ signing/ dry sealing of “subdivision” plan documents as part of development applications required by the Housing and Land Use Regulatory Board (HLURB); with the firm Commission position (stated in its letter dated 01 Feb 2007 to the HLURB) as regards the matter of the signatory to “subdivision” plans, it may now be the opportune time to officially discuss the matter among the four (4) professional regulatory boards (PRBs) involved i.e. PRBoA(rchitecture), PRBoE(nvironmental) P(lanning), PRBoC(ivil) E(ngineering) and PRBoG(eodetic) E(ngineering), possibly in a non-confrontational manner, so that the proper nomenclature of the pertinent site/ subdivision planning documents could be agreed upon and would therefore serve as the primary guide for the HLURB in its future policy-making functions; otherwise the PRBoA must continue a similar campaign for implementation and enforcement of R.A. No. 9266 provisions that limit to RLAs the preparation/ signing/ dry sealing of architectural documents in the form of physical or site plans in general i.e. specifically subdivision plans. 

The PRBoA is also presently monitoring the implementation and enforcement of the following provisions of R.A. No. 9266:

1) registration of architectural firms under Sec. 37; 

2) application, processing and issuance of temporary special permits (TSPs) for foreign architects (FAs) working on projects on Philippine soil under Sec. 38 of R.A. No. 9266; 

3) continuing professional education (CPE) and professional specialization for RLAs; the IAPoA was already accredited by the CPE Council (CPEC) for Architecture as a CPE Provider in 2009; 

4) the intellectual property rights of RLAs to their crafted architectural documents, fully protected under 2 sections of R.A. No. 9266; 

5) the filling up of all national and local positions that require the training and expertise of RLAs i.e. specifically architectural review work at the Offices of the Building Official (OBOs) in LGUs with or without OBOs; and

6) continuing preparations attendant to the filing of criminal and/or administrative and/or special complaints at various venues against offending national and/or local government officials and the private entities who have directly benefitted from official violations of R.A. No. 9266, etc.  

E. General Dissemination of Information on R.A. No. 9266 

Over the period January through March 2010, the PRBoA has actively taken part in (or has attended) various activities relative to the general dissemination of information on R.A. No. 9266 e.g. information exchanges at its various mailboxes and through its website at www.architectureboard.ph i.e. messages, clarifications, statements, general regulation documents, etc., direct mailing to parties (electronic and courier), particularly those who may be in violation of the law; conferences/ meetings on addressing possible graft and corruption, general architecture advocacy meetings, meetings/ conferences/ conventions of RLAs, etc.

The website has also served as a continuing platform for PRBoA advocacies, which now include the need to correct many provisions of the July 2009 Revised IRR of R.A. No. 9184 (The Government Procurement Reform Act/ GPRA of 2003) to make the same fully conform to the correct professional practices enshrined under valid and subsisting professional regulatory laws (PRLs, such as R.A. No. 9266). 

By the end of the 1st Quarter of 2010, close to 350,000 visits to the PRBoA website have already been logged. The PRBoA website was linked to the Commission website only recently, helping bring additional visitors.
F. Liaison with the Accredited IAPOA (UAP) and with Other Associations of Architects (OAAs) and Stakeholders
The PRBoA has physically or virtually attended (and has actively taken part in) the various activities of the IAPOA and of the other associations of Architects/ OAAs (PIA, AAIF, CODHASP, etc.) pertaining to R.A. No. 9266 implementation and enforcement in the Philippines and overseas.

G.  Liaison with the PRC and PAPRB
During the 1st Quarter of 2010, the PRBoA has actively supported the various activities carried out by the PRC, particularly those with the PAPRB.

G. PRBoA Meetings Held 

For the period April through June 2010, the PRBoA officially met on various dates at the PRC (the “Commission”) and elsewhere in Metro Manila to discuss pending matters needing to be addressed soonest (reference attached Agenda and Meeting Notes). 

H. Result of the June 2010 Manila LEA and Related Activities 

On 11 and 13 June 2010, the PRBoA administered the second (2nd) annual Manila Licensure Examinations for Architects (LEA) for 2010 and thereafter undertook activities relative to the final processing of the result of the said LEA. Among these were :

1) checking and reading of all LEA results (including the full computer reading/ rating of the reformatted architectural design and site development planning Subject results); 

2) reading of the answer and rating sheets for the LEA;

3) general review of the LEA results and the questions; and 

4) selection of sample LEA questions and safekeeping of the LEA questions.
The result of the June Manila LEA was officially released by the Commission on the evening of 21 June 2010 at the PRC Rating Division, with 993 passers (49.55%), quite possibly the highest ever on record for a LEA. A total of 2,004 examinees took the June 2010 LEA i.e. also quite possibly the highest on record for a June LEA. 

I. Review of/ Hearings for/ Decision on Docketed Cases

There were about 12 cases reviewed and about 7 hearings attended by the PRBoA at the Commission during the 2nd quarter of 2010. Orders and/or decisions for about 8 cases were also released during the same period.

J. Monitoring of the Full Implementation and Enforcement of R.A. No. 9266 

(The Architecture Act of 2004) 
The PRBoA has consistently monitored developments concerning the full implementation and enforcement of R.A. No. 9266, its IRR and derivative regulations. Among the key developments being monitored are:
2) the matter of the preparation/ signing/ dry sealing of ARCHITECTURAL documents as part of building permit application applications required by the DPWH through the LGU Offices of Acting Building Officials (ABOs); the PRBoA has been consistent in reminding national and local government officials of their mandated and sworn duties to fully implement the multiple provisions of R.A. No. 9266 and under Secs. 302.3 & 4 of the 2004 Revised IRR of P.D. No. 1096 i.e. NOT covered by any injunction NOR by any TRO since January 2008, otherwise known as the 1977 National Building Code of the Philippines (NBCP) that limit  the  preparation/ signing/ dry sealing of ARCHITECTURAL plans and documents only to registered and licensed architects (RLAs); 
with the 04 May 2009 Order of the Court AFFIRMING its 29 January 2008 Decision ordering the LIFTING/ DISSOLUTION of the 24 May 2005 injunction on Secs. 302.3 & 4 of the 2004 Revised IRR of P.D. No. 1096, there is presently NO legal impediment to the implementation of Philippine laws and regulations that purposely LIMIT/ RESTRICT the  preparation/ signing/ dry sealing of ARCHITECTURAL plans/ specifications/ drawings/ documents only to RLAs; as such, NO other registered and licensed professional (RLP), particularly civil engineers (CEs), can lay claim to expertise in the preparation of such documents; 
2) 
on the separate matter of the preparation/ signing/ dry sealing of “subdivision” plan documents as part of development applications required by the Housing and Land Use Regulatory Board (HLURB); with the firm Commission position (stated in its letter dated 01 Feb 2007 to the HLURB) as regards the matter of the signatory to “subdivision” plans, it may now be the opportune time to officially discuss the matter among the four (4) professional regulatory boards (PRBs) involved i.e. PRBoA(rchitecture), PRBoE(nvironmental) P(lanning), PRBoC(ivil) E(ngineering) and PRBoG(eodetic) E(ngineering), possibly in a non-confrontational manner, so that the proper nomenclature of the pertinent site/ subdivision planning documents could be agreed upon and would therefore serve as the primary guide for the HLURB in its future policy-making functions; otherwise the PRBoA must continue a similar campaign for implementation and enforcement of R.A. No. 9266 provisions that limit to RLAs the preparation/ signing/ dry sealing of architectural documents in the form of physical or site plans in general i.e. specifically subdivision plans. 

The PRBoA is also presently monitoring the implementation and enforcement of the following provisions of R.A. No. 9266:

7) registration of architectural firms under Sec. 37; 

8) application, processing and issuance of temporary special permits (TSPs) for foreign architects (FAs) working on projects on Philippine soil under Sec. 38 of R.A. No. 9266; 
9) continuing professional education (CPE) and professional specialization for RLAs; the IAPoA was already accredited by the CPE Council (CPEC) for Architecture as a CPE Provider in 2009; 

10) the intellectual property rights of RLAs to their crafted architectural documents, fully protected under 2 sections of R.A. No. 9266; 
11) the filling up of all national and local positions that require the training and expertise of RLAs i.e. specifically architectural review work at the Offices of the Building Official (OBOs) in LGUs with or without OBOs; and

12) continuing preparations attendant to the filing of criminal and/or administrative and/or special complaints at various venues against offending national and/or local government officials and the private entities who have directly benefitted from official violations of R.A. No. 9266, etc.  

K. General Dissemination of Information on R.A. No. 9266 

Over the period January through March 2010, the PRBoA has actively taken part in (or has attended) various activities relative to the general dissemination of information on R.A. No. 9266 e.g. information exchanges at its various mailboxes and through its website at www.architectureboard.ph i.e. messages, clarifications, statements, general regulation documents, etc., direct mailing to parties (electronic and courier), particularly those who may be in violation of the law; conferences/ meetings on addressing possible graft and corruption, general architecture advocacy meetings, meetings/ conferences/ conventions of RLAs, etc.
The website has also served as a continuing platform for PRBoA advocacies, which now include the need to correct many provisions of the July 2009 Revised IRR of R.A. No. 9184 (The Government Procurement Reform Act/ GPRA of 2003) to make the same fully conform to the correct professional practices enshrined under valid and subsisting professional regulatory laws (PRLs, such as R.A. No. 9266).
