Warm greetings to you all!
I, in the name of the PRBoA, congratulate the UAP, the integrated and accredited professional organization of architects (IAPoA) under Republic Act (R.A.) No. 9266 (The Architecture Act of 2004), specifically its District Director, Architect (Ar) Rommel Alanis and the Chapter Presidents and Members who join him tonight, on the occasion of their District Induction and Oath-taking Ceremonies. The PRBoA also extends its felicitations to the honored Guests and to the friends and supporters of all the UAP members in attendance.  
Over the past several years, the District, particularly the Camarines Sur Chapter, has acted as the vanguard for the UAP, treading where other UAP Districts, Chapters, Officers and Members fear to go. The struggle for our profession is never for the weak-hearted nor for fence-sitters, who simply probably await the spoils of war. The struggle for our profession is done and led by men and women of integrity, who put many things on the line and who, in the process, eventually put their lesser peers to shame. We have long struggled and toiled for the implementation and enforcement of our law and have made successful inroads on many fronts. While our victories may be considered insignificant by some, we never lose heart for there is due process to contend with. In the end, we shall be vindicated and shall become victorious for the law is on our side. 

Just this past week, the Department of Justice (DoJ) has resolved for criminal indictment a major architect-poseur (fake architect) together with the architect who aids and abets his illegal practice. In due time, the criminal respondents shall hopefully be some civil engineers and their LGU patrons. This however shall not come to pass if the rest of the UAP and its Members continually fail to act. For its part, the PRBoA shall continue to bring the concerned national and local officials before the Office of the Ombudsman and before other venues for acts prejudicial to the Architects and for their continuing violations of law.
While we focus our sights on illegal practitioners, we must also continually monitor and examine what the UAP is doing for/ to its approx. 10,000 Members (out of 25,000 registered and licensed architects/ RLAs). With only about 40% of the total RLAs (and with most of them newly licensed RLAs), the UAP has to inspire more RLAs to join the struggle to protect our profession. Getting the 15,000 other RLAs to work with the UAP shall require creative (and hopefully not coercive) measures that must be fully compliant with law. We leave it to the UAP to fully comply with the law in the performance of its duties and responsibilities as the IAPOA. Failing such, the PRBoA and the PRC would then need to consider stepping in so that the law shall not be unwittingly violated by the UAP itself, and to help protect the rights and privileges of all RLAs.  

With the UAP as the IAPoA, it is the PRBoA’s express and continuing desire that many more areas of cooperation between the PRBoA and the UAP, particularly through its National Board of Directs (NBD), its Executive Committee (ExCom) and its Areas, Districts and Chapters, shall be opened (or shall remain open) in the remaining/ upcoming UAP fiscal year/s, and that these are kept evolving and moving forward in order to help attain our shared primary goal of the full implementation and enforcement of R.A. No. 9266, its IRR and derivative regulations. It is also the continuing wish of the PRBoA that it shall be able to receive the full and continuing UAP support, locally and internationally, on the current and future PRBoA initiatives toward this end. 

Again, the PRBoA’s extends its wishes of continuing success to all of you in attendance! 
May the Lord bless us all and the resurgent architecture profession as well!

Message 3
[Delivered by PRBoA Chairman AN Alli at the 02 August 2010 Boysen Award of Excellence (Recognition Night for Top Ten New Architects June 21010 Batch) at the Shangri-La Hotel Makati City]
The Officers and Staff of Boysen Paints, Fellow Architects, our Board Topnotchers, our Valued Guests, Ladies and Gentlemen, Good Evening!
Tonight, I stand here before You in representation of our dear PRC Chair, Justice Lapena, Jr., who is unable to join us.

First, let me relate to You some of the onstream and planned PRC programs for registered and licensed architects (RLAs) and prospective RLAs. These include:
a) The very recent PRC approval of the 2010 Standards of Professional Practice (SPP) as the Supplemental Implementing Rules and Regulations of R.A. No. 9266 (The Architecture Act of 2004); the 2010 SPP repeals and shall replace the 1979 SPP (otherwise known as the UAP Documents) and caps the 6-year joint PRBoA and IAPOA/ OAA efforts to repeal the 31-year old SPP;
b) the full computerization of the licensure examination for Architects (LEA) to finally fully comply with 2 valid and subsisting laws (R.A. Nos. 9266 and 8981) which started in late 2009;

c) the revival of the continuing professional education (CPE) system in mid-2008, which shall hopefully lead to the proposed specialization program for Architects and even to the possibility of Architects earning graduate degrees from partner-institutions, both with the use of CPE credits;

d) the holding of the Foreign LEAs, the newest of which are the 4 to be held in mid-November 2010 at 4 test sites in the Middle east; these would follow the 8-9 previous FLEAs administered by the PRC since late 2007; other possible FLEAs are presently under initial consideration by certain parties for other sites apart from the Middle East;
e) the new Architects Registry program under the ASEAN MRA, which is distinct from the APEC Architect Registry;
f) the future walk-in LERIS examination which shall allow examinees to take the LEA anytime (and not wait for January or June); and

g) the new PRC Building which aims to provide better services for the RLAs.

For its part, the current PRBoA programs still focus on the continuing campaign for the protection of the practice of RLAs through the proper implementation and enforcement of law; as such, additional cases shall continue to be filed by the PRBoA against national and local government officials and other entities.  More resolutions are also foreseen particularly directed at emerging forms of practice that are apparently violative of law e.g. business process outsourcing (BPO) and knowledge process outsourcing (KPO) operations/ services targeting projects on Philippine soil.

Finally, the PRBoA foresees a mentoring program for prospective Architects to be actively run by the integrated and accredited professional organization of architects (IAPOA, the UAP) as well as a fully operational mediation program, also under IAPOA auspices, that can hopefully forestall the filing of administrative complaints against RLAs-IAPOA members at the PRC. 
And now, for the PRC message to You as Topnotchers. You are the cream of the crop, now being emulated and admired. My personal appeal to You is for You to try to make it here before considering settling for work abroad. The digital age has now made it possible for You to do knowledge process outsourcing (KPO) work locally and for You to get paid in foreign currency.

To do this, You would also need to specialize and then network/ market Your capabilities. This also helps You cut costs. Another special appeal is for You to try to help make a difference, to help make things better for Your fellow architects through Your involvement in the IAPOA and the OAAs (represented here tonight by the PIA, the AAIF and the CODHASP), or much later on, for You to take up advocacies for architecture or for other worthy causes. 
Thank You Boysen Paints for the premium that You place on Philippine Architects. Let us all give our hosts a big hand.
