2009 Board Examination Dates
Based on information released by the Professional Regulation Commission (PRC) in mid-October 2008, the Professional Regulatory Board of Architecture (PRBoA) wishes to announce the following schedules for the 2009 Licensure Examination for Architects (LEA):
1) January 16 & 18, 2009 (Fri & Sun), with the last day for the filing of applications on 29 Dec 2009; and

2) June 26 & 28, 2009 (Fri & Sun), with the last day for the filing of applications on 08 June 2009.

LEA Results Out by 17 Feb 2009
The results of the January 16 & 18, 2009 Licensure Examination for Architects (LEA) held in Manila shall be released by the PRC by 17 February 2009 i.e. approx. 30 calendar days in compliance with R.A. No. 9266 (The Architecture Act of 2004). A total of 922 examinees took the January 2009 LEA.
The next LEA shall be on 26 & 28 June 2008, possibly the last under Chairman Alli, who will leave the PRBoA by 16 November 2009 (after completing 3 years of service). The results of the June 2009 LEA shall be released by 28 July 2009. 
17 Feb 2009
RP has 372 New Architects
The PRC released the results of the January 2009 Licensure Examination for Architects (LEA) held in Manila, with 372 Passers out of a total of 942 examinees (39%).The complete results can be found in the Latest Publications section of this website. 

The mandatory registration of the Jan 2009 LEA Passers under RA No. 9266 (The Architecture Act of 2004)  starts on23 February 2009 at the PRC while the Oath Taking Ceremony, which is the final step in becoming a Registered and Licensed Architect (RLA) under RA No. 9266, takes placeon 26 March 2009 at the Manila Hotel.

Congratulations to the January 2009 LEA Passers and to those who did not make it this time, the June 2009 LEA (the last under Chairman Alli) is just around the corner.

Please note that only Filipino citizens who are B.S. Architecture graduates of October 2007 or earlier are qualified for the June 2009 LEA. The diversified experience in architecture (DEA) to be credited by the PRC (while examinee is enrolled) only starts from 24 December 2008(and not sooner). For Filipino graduates of foreign architectural or design schools, a B.S. degree and a CHED equivalency certification are required.

Please note that fraudulent LEA applications shall merit the filing of administrative and criminal cases against the LEA applicant, if evidence warrants the same.

The performance of the Mentor-RLAs who shall sign (or who have signed in case of LEA repeaters) the Logbooks for DEA shall be monitored and documented by the PRC for the June 2009 LEA.

1,561 Take the June 2009 LEA
A record number of one thousand five hundred sixty one (1,561) examinees took the Licensure Examination for Architects (LEA) scheduled 26 (Friday) and 28 (Sunday) June 2009 as administered by the Professional Regulation Commission (PRC) at various testing sites in the City of Manila.

There are almost equal numbers of first-time examinees and repeat takers for this LEA. Some examinees are B.S. Architecture graduates from as far back as the late or mid-1980s. The youngest takers are from the October 2007 batch. A number of applications have been recently dispproved by the PRBoA for failing to satisfy the minimum required 3,840 hours of apprentice work i.e. diversified experience in architecture (DEA).  

To better prepare for the LEA, all the examinees were constantly reminded by the PRBoA to continually familiarize themselves with the laws, rules and regulations, guidelines and standards and/or applicable procedural manuals (if any) that are all related to architectural design (including the design of architectural interiors), space planning, building and site programming/ planning/design and general site/ physical planning.

At the very least, these must include Republic Act (R.A.) No. 9266, Presidential Decree (P.D.) No. 1096 and its referral codes, Batas Pambansa (B.P.) No. 344, P.D. No. 1185 (repealed by R.A. No. 9514), B.P. No. 220, P.D. No. 957 and the like. 

The architectural design and site planning problem for this LEA (given 28 June, Sunday) involved socialized housing units under B.P. 220.  

Even if some of these laws and regulations may not have appeared as questions or problems in the June 2009 LEA, these should nonetheless help prepare the examinees for their future roles as true professionals.

Good luck to all the examinees!!!  Results shall be out on or before 28 July 2009.

June 2009 LEA Results Released by PRC
The Professional Regulation Commission (PRC) and thePRBoA announced that five hundred and sixty seven (567) out of one thousand five hundred and forty eight (1,548) examinees i.e. 36.63% passed the Licensure Examination for Architects (LEA) held 26 & 28 June 2009 in Manila.
The registration period for the new architects shall be from 03 through 24 August 2009 at the PRC while the oath taking ceremony shall be on 30 August 2009 (Sunday), starting 1:00 p.m. at the Fiesta Pavilion of the Manila Hotel.

The oath-taking ceremony is the all important final step underR.A. No. 9266 (the Architecture Act of 2004, its IRR and derivative regulations), before the new architects can officially assume the status of a registered and licensed architect (RLA), and thereafter be formally addressed as "Architect" or "Archt.".

PRC Schedules 4 New Foreign LEAs in Late 2009
The Professional Regulation Commission (PRC) has scheduled the following tentative dates for the holding of four (4) foreign licensure examinations for architects (FLEAs), otherwise known in the Middle East as the Special Board Examination (or SPLBE) for Architects:  
1. & 2. Simultaneous FLEAs on November 26, 27 and 28, 2009 (Thu, Fri and Sat), where only 2 days shall be required for the conduct of the FLEA at the following test sites:

  1) Al-Khobar, Kingdom of Saudi Arabia (KSA); and

  2) Jeddah, KSA.

3. FLEA on December 2, 3 and 4, 2009 (Wed, Thu and Fri), where only 2 days shall be required for FLEA conduct in Abu Dhabi, United Arab Emirates (UAE); and

4. FLEA on December 2 & 3 (Wed and Thu) for FLEA conduct in Doha, Qatar.
These new FLEAs shall increase the total number of FLEAs administered in 2009 to six (6). Adding the two (2) Manila LEAs held in January and June 2009, the total LEAs given by the PRC/ PRBoA for 2009 shall then total eight (8). This is the highest number of LEAs ever given in a single year.

The scheduled FLEAs shall coincide with those for Certified Public Accountants (CPAs), Civil Engrs, Electronic Engrs, Regd Electrical Engrs & Regd Master Electricians, Mechanical Engrs & Certified Plant Mechanics. Separate foreign licensure examinations were also scheduled by the PRC for Nurses and Midwives in Hong Kong by December 2009.

PRC Releases 2010 Manila LEA Schedule
The Professional Regulation Commission (PRC), in its Resolution No. 537, Series of 2009, dated 13 November 2009, has released the following Schedules for the 2010 Licensure Examinations for Architects (LEAs) to be held in the City of Manila.
These are:

1) January 15 (Fri) and 17 (Sun); and

2) June 11 (Fri) and 13 (Sun).

The  examinees wishing to take these LEAS must go to or call the PRC to fully/ officially ascertain the deadlines for the filing of the applications (with complete support documents).  Generally, it is twenty (20) days before the first day of the LEA.

333 Take the Nov & Dec FLEAs in 4 Test Sites
The PRBoA announces that three hundred thirty three (333) examinees took the Foreign Licensure Examination for Architects (FLEA) scheduled on 26-27 November 2009 at Al-Khobar and Jeddah, Kingdom of Saudi Arabia (KSA) and on 02-03 December 2009 at Doha, Qatar and at Abu Dhabi, United Arab Emirates (UAE).

For the reformatted subject on architectural design and site planning i.e. a NON-DRAFTING examination administered for the first (1st) time, the examinees were instructed to bring a DOWNLOADED copy of Rules VII and VIII of the 2004 Revised IRR of P.D. No. 1096 (the 1977 National Building Code of the Philippines/ NBCP), available FREE at the Latest Publications section of this website. Ears or tabs on the said document were allowed.

All other versions of Rules VII and VIII are specifically DISALLOWED. Simple calculators (for basic computing) and graphed/ ruled paper (for sketching/ drawing) are also allowed.

Results shall be released on Monday (21 December 2009) evening at the earliest or anytime just before Christmas Day at the latest.

VERY IMPORTANT ADDITIONAL INSTRUCTIONS TO ALL FLEA EXAMINEES: 

While open books is allowed for Rule VII (Classification and General Requirements of All Buildings by Use or Occupancy) and Rule VIII (Light and Ventilation) in the FLEA, there are other architectural rules from the 2004 IRR of P.D. No. 1096 (the 1977 National Building Code of the Philippines/ NBCP) which the examinees must also review (but probably need not review as thoroughly as required for Rules VII and VIII, which are the main architectural rules). 

 

Please take note of the minor corrections in Tables VII.G.1 and VII.G.2 of the Rule VII Guidelines. It is now posted in the Latest Publications section of this website. 

The other rules that also concern Architects (NOT open books) are:

1) Rule IV (Types of Construction);

2) Rule V (Requirements of Fire Zones);

3) Rule VI (Fire Resistive Requirements in Construction);

4) Rule X (Building Projection Over Public Streets);

5) Rule XII (General Design and Construction Requirements);

6) Rule XVI (Plastics);

7) Rule XVIII (Glass and Glazing); and

8) Rule XX (Signs).

 

All of the foregoing rules are also posted at the Latest Publications section of this website and may be downloaded free.

January 2010 Manila LEA Results Release by 26 January 2010
The results of the 15 and 17 January 2010 Licensure Examination for Architects (LEA), administered by the PRC at 4 test sites in the Metropolitan Manila Area i.e. the January 2010 Manila LEA, shall be released by the PRC sometime on the evening of Tuesday, 26 January 2010.  

Over 1,100 examinees (apparently a record number) took the January 2010 Manila LEA, considered a historic event for the separate, State-regulated profession of architecture, as its Architectural Design and Site Planning subject (the "Subject", comprising 40% of the LEA), was first administered in the country on 17 January 2010 as a NON-drafting examination i.e. requiring non-graded sketching and drawing for answer selection for about half of the 150-question set.   

For the Subject, 6 areas of basic architectural knowledge were tested i.e. 1) compliances (with planning and building laws); 2) site planning; 3) space planning; 4) architectural design; 5) structural conceptualization; and 6) architectural interiors.

Some wetlands projects he had been involved in since 1999 are for alcohol distillery slops, laundry wastewater, sewage from a Gawad Kalinga relocation village, and sanitary landfill leachate.
 
He is a regular speaker/trainor for government agencies and non-government organizations such as the Laguna Lake Development Authority, Philippine Business for the Environment, and Paibare Legacy Corps. His personal environmental advocacy spans venues from large conferences to grassroots community huddles. He is also involved with the Philippine Eco-sanitation Network.

 

He joined the Manila Water Company in 2006 as the operations manager of its 33 sewage and septage treatment facilities in the East Zone of Metro Manila, while developing the technical capabilities of its wastewater personnel and establishing standards for process diagnostics, monitoring and troubleshooting. He is currently the Environmental Planning and Sustainability Manager of Manila Water, with involvement in environmental sustainability projects, wastewater project development, new water sources management, as well as new business initiatives of the company as it expands its operations beyond Manila’s East Zone.
