2010 LEA Passing Rate Hovers at 50%

For the year 2010, the examinees for the Licensure Examination for Architects (LEA, as given by the PRBoA) registered a 49.84% passing rate (Manila LEAs) and a 50.11% passing rate (Manila and Foreign LEAs). These are higher than the 36% national average for the 2010 takers of all the licensure examinations given by the Professional Regulation Commission/ PRC (as can be gleaned from the newspaper clipping hereafter, which in turn was based on PRC-supplied information).  Ongoing reforms by the PRBoA, which include the full computerization of the LEA since November 2009, which has completely eliminated subjectivity in the LEA checking system, may have also contributed to the situation.
